Report on the SASJ FEI CSIY Tri-Nations Young Rider Showjumping Team Event 
 

The Tri-Nations Young Rider Showjumping Team Event was held in conjunction with the 334 World Cup Qualifier event from April 30th to May 4th, 2024. This prestigious 
event marked the first time in 17 years that South Africa hosted an International Tri-Nations team event. Teams from Ireland and Portugal competed on borrowed horses 
against a selected South African young rider team, thanks to an initiative spearheaded by Barry Taylor. 
 

South Africa Showjumping generously covered the flights and accommodation for the visiting teams, who were accommodated at the Indaba Hotel and provided with 
shuttle services to and from the venue. The event featured a diverse and high-quality pool of horses, and South Africa Showjumping extends its gratitude to the horse 
owners who leased their horses for this event. 
 

Event Highlights 
 

The visiting international riders, along with their parents and team managers, enjoyed a day off with an excursion to experience Harties Cable Way, followed by lunch at Glen 
Africa. This outing included an unforgettable elephant experience and game drive. A special welcome cocktail evening was also held, featuring a significant number of South 
African colours recipients. The ambassador of Ireland and Portugal graced both the cocktail evening and the main Tri-Nations team event with their presence and were 
extremely impressed by the event. 
 
Competition Results 
 

The event was a resounding success, thoroughly enjoyed by all participants. The first warm-up competition saw a hat trick for the Irish riders, who claimed the top three 
prizes. Katie Nallon and Zorino Hot Spot took the win, showcasing the strength of the Irish team. Ireland continued their winning streak in the second warm-up competition, 
with Eoin Brennan riding the Oscar Ncube/Macfarlane-owned horse S’Fikile Callaho Consigo to victory. The main class reached its peak with a thrilling second round, where 
the South African young rider team emerged victorious. Ashlee Taylor on Roxstar Bourbon, Hamza Minty on Caldhame’s Eragon, Giorgia Scribante on Continental Drift, and 
Thomas van Rijckevorsel on Ultimo D’elipai, with reserve rider Janine Coetzee and managed by Brendan McNevin, clinched the win over Ireland and Portugal, who finished 
in second and third place respectively.
