3rd place receives 3 points, and so on. 
Points from the two (2) qualifying competitions are added up, and the 30 horses with the lowest 
number of points qualify for the final, all horses tied for 30th lace will qualify, in any case all horse 
clear in both qualifying competitions will qualify for the final championship.  
Qualified athlete/horse combinations who decide not to participate will be replaced by the next 
highest placed combination who compete in the 2 qualifying competitions.  
 
Athlete & horse Combinations need to have completed one qualifying event.  
 
Athlete & Horse Combinations that enter the farewell round will not be eligible to participate in 
the final.  
For the Final Championship all combinations start with zero points.
