The horse and rider combination will compete as a member of the province where the rider is resident.

On no account, and under penalty of disqualification, may any horse take part in any of the showing classes if the horse has been ridden
by anyone other than the competitor or judge from the first day of the show until the end of the last class in which that horse competes.
A deposit of R20 for a number is included in the entry fee.
